The Academy’s membership of more than 500
Fellows includes public managers, scholars,
business executives and labor leaders, current and
former cabinet officers, members of Congress,
governors, mayors, state legislators, and diplomats.
Since its establishment in 1967, the Academy has
assisted hundreds of federal agencies, congressional
committees, state and local governments, civic
organizations, and institutions overseas through
problem solving, objective research, rigorous
analysis, information sharing, developing strategies
for change, and connecting people and ideas.

Most reports and papers issued by Academy panels
respond to specific requests and needs of public
agencies.
